The following is what she highlighted for the committee;

Funding Opportunities

Adopt A Metre Drive (big push at Hike Haliburton, etc.)

Studies and Monitoring

Trent University is fully on board to conduct an economic impact study,
environmental scans and rail trail monitoring.
Trails and Tours will also begin a photo study of the impact along the trail.

Inventory Summary

The only washroom facilities along the Trail are in Kinmount at the visitor
information centre and Lochlin at the community centre/library.

There are Picnic tables at Ritchie Falls and Kinmount.

There are two self-guided tour brochures that have been created for people
using the Rail Trail (Trails and Tours and a group out of Kinmount).

There are interpretive markers along the last two Kilometres of the Rail Trail
starting at Howland Junction.

The Rail Trail surface is currently only suitable for mountain biking and cannot
be accessed by wheelchairs.

Activities within the 5 potential linear parks can include Hiking, Biking, ATVing,
swimming, kayaking, canoeing, Geocaching, photography, picnicking, wildlife
viewing, fishing.

Amenities that we could include in the linear could be benches, picnic tables,
privies, viewing blinds, parking, trailheads, brochures, interpretive nodes, raised
Boardwalk and a flat/hard pack surface to accommodate wheelchairs and
cyclists.

Other uses can include commuter traffic, i.e. Hiking and cycling to work.

The Rail Trail is also rich is multiple ecosystems and pioneer heritage.

A decision will be made as to what area(s) the Committee would like to focus on first when all
committee members are present.
